Hedgehog’s Dilemma

The hedgehog's dilemma is a metaphor about the challenges of human intimacy. It describes a situation
in which a group of hedgehogs try to sit close to one another to share heat during cold weather. When
they do so though, they hurt one another with their sharp spines, so they have to remain apart. Although
they intend to have a close reciprocal relationship, this may not occur, for reasons they cannot avoid.
Arthur Schopenhauer conceived this metaphor to describe what he considers to be the state of the
individual in relation to others in society. The hedgehog’s dilemma suggests that despite goodwill, human
intimacy cannot occur without substantial mutual harm, and what results is cautious behaviour and weak

relationships.

Henry (2015, Virtual Reality Short Film)

Henry is hedgehog that does not have any friends because he likes to hug everyone. In the movie, Henry
appears in his house on his birthday, sad that he is all alone. He lights the candle on his cake, makes a wish
and blows it. Then a group of animal-shaped balloons comes to life and they start flying around in the
room. Henry is thrilled to see the balloon animals. One of them approaches Henry and tries to hug him.
When Henry hugs it, the balloon bursts. The rest of the balloons, terrified, go out of the house, leaving
Henry alone. A few moments later, they come back bringing with them a turtle. The turtle hugs Henry

without being hurt by his spines and Henry is happy again.

Summary
